The n man - can’t understand - I Cor 2:14
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The ¢ man (flesh led) — can’t handle it - I Cor 3:1-2

The greatest judgment on a carnal Christian is their blindness
to what the Bible says, means and instructs

The s man (Spirit led) - can receive it - I Cor 2:15

Spirituality is not arriving at some point (or where you
are), but rather heading in the right direction! Therefore, a
young Christian can be much more “spiritual” than one

who has been saved for 30 years.

To be spiritual is to be controiled by the Spirit of God
